Charities:
The pupils, as always, have been very generous with their donations to lots of charities, which include Jewish and non-Jewish organisations. Thanks go to Rabbi Goodman, the Year 9 pupils in Main school, Yavneh Boys and Yavneh Girls, who, together with fellow students across the campus, raised a staggering total of £19,600 for their chosen charity Magen Dovid Adom. The Year 9 pupils presented a cheque for £15,680 to Magen Dovid Adom whilst they were in Israel on their recent trip. The amount raised will enable Magen Dovid Adom the opportunity to purchase an MDA Paramedic bike. The remaining amount of nearly £4,000 will be used to enable students with financial difficulties the opportunity to participate in all the Jewish Studies extra-curricular activities and trips that take place throughout the year.
Educational Trips/In School Events:

As well as the extra curricular activities within the school (please see attached list), there have been many successful events this term, and thanks go to those staff who have arranged and given much of their time to these events which include the following:
Aish:
Aish continues to inspire our students to engage with their traditions and have a love for Judaism by presenting an array of activities in school. The Year 9 Israel trip was run in conjunction with Aish who also sent some of their young leaders on the trip.
During this term, GIFT held a number of ‘Lunch and Do’ sessions that concluded with a special festive lunch to reward all the girls for their great efforts over the course of the year. The girls also were rewarded with a trip to Laser Quest in the Trafford Centre followed by a group Packathon at the GIFT centre in Prestwich. 

During this term Year 10 had the opportunity to take part in the annual Shabbaton which is led by Aish in conjunction with the Jewish Studies Department. Rabbi Cohen who led the trip along with Mr Alex Taylor-Forbes described the trip in this way: “I have just come back from the most wonderful Shabbaton with Year 10. Art:
The Art Department held an informal Arts Evening, where family and friends were invited to view the exciting array of GCSE and A level art work displayed around the school. The exhibitions included GCSE Art, Craft and Design work, while the A level Exhibits included Fine Art, Graphic Communication and Textile Design.  Year 12 students had the opportunity to visit Manchester Metropolitan University Degree Shows, Royal Academy Summer Exhibition, Shoreditch Street Art.  Year 10 Art pupils were involved in a Land Art project on Formby Beach, creating drawings in the sand based on structural forms.  Year 9 pupils visited Yorkshire Sculpture Park to take photographs and learn about art and design in relation to the environment.  Art educators from Manchester Art Gallery visited pupils from both Years 9 & 10 to discuss the opportunity of becoming a Creative Consultant at Manchester Art Gallery. Georgia Groundland from Year 12 won first prize in a Schools Art competition at the Gateway Gallery in Altrincham.  Talia Foxler, Tali Haber and Hadassah Sultman also had worked exhibited at the art gallery alongside other art students from high achieving schools in the North West.  
Bat Chayil Ceremony:

The Bat Chayil ceremony took place for some of the Year 7 girls who celebrated together with their friends and family.  The girls raised a staggering £3000 for GIFT that helps families less fortunate.  Thanks go to Mrs Lazarus who is now on maternity leave.  We wish her all the best.  

Business:
The Business Department took Year10 Business Studies Main School and Yavneh Boys pupils to visit Manchester United’s Football Stadium at Old Trafford. Pupils listened to a seminar based around finance and external influences to aid their classroom learning and also had a tour of the stadium and a visit to the museum.  Miss Williamson and Miss Airley took Year 12 Business pupils to Mr Lopain’s business, ‘Reich Insurance’, based in Manchester City Centre. Pupils listened to 6 different business speakers, who delivered various sessions based around GDPR and how it affects businesses. The pupils also had a tour of the working offices. 

Computer Science:
This term Year 7 and 8 pupils were introduced to some basic programming skills in Python. Also, a small group of year 7 students lead by Alfie Joseph persevered to continue the micro bit lunch time club till the very end - well done to this group. The Year 9 pupils have been learning Cyber Security and basic hardware devices in computing including network devices.  Unlike last year the PA Consulting Group's Raspberry Pi Competition 2018 scheduled for this year was cancelled by the group.  However, the Year 10 GCSE Computing pupils attended a technology master class workshop at Radisson Blu hotel in Manchester Airport along with Mr. Kumar. The students had exposure to find the scope and demand for engineering and technology ahead and met some industrial experts from CISCO – (Network Giant), Vodafone, MAGO app team from Manchester Airport development unit and Carat Media Group. The team comprised Noah Goodman, Ilan Beiscas-Benhaim, Ethan Hofton, Woody Jeffay, Franky Fallon and Matthew Harris who won the Kahoot quiz challenge while Noah Goodman won the final award from Baroness Sugg, External Affairs Minister for Aviation. Due to demand, KDHS reintroduced ‘A level’ Computer Science for next year. A small group of students, likely to take up the course, were introduced to the subject by Mr. Kumar during the taster sessions.  
Duke of Edinburgh Award Scheme: 
The 2018 DofE expedition season is now coming to an end but has been in full swing since the beginning of April. 

Twenty Year 9 Main School pupils and Yavneh Girls successfully completed their Bronze Practice and Assessed Expeditions as well as 34 from Year 9 Main School and Yavneh Boys – and for the third year running we have seen an overall rise in Bronze numbers! Once again we held a full day’s training at school for all pupils in Year 9 as there are so many valuable and transferable skills associated with the Duke of Edinburgh’s Award, including basic first aid, map reading, and best practice in an emergency. The training day was extremely successful with everyone showing how important and very rewarding teamwork can be. 

Yavneh pupils Saul Bishop, Avi Harris, Nathan Richards, Jacob Seitler, Ella Prais and Heski Strassman are currently working towards their Gold Assessed Expeditions taking place during the summer break - good luck to all of them! When they have finished their Gold Duke of Edinburgh they will be called to St James’s Palace to collect their award from the Earl of Wessex and will meet other dignitaries at the same time. This is a truly 
rewarding experience and a great way to be recognised for completing the world’s leading achievement award for young people. 

This Duke of Edinburgh season has once again been very successful and thanks must go to Miss Roberts, Mr Waring and the entire team at JLGB for the hard work and support they have put in over the past year.

Drama:

Drama and Theatre Studies Students from Year 12 presented adaptations of the plays One Man Two Guvnors by Richard Bean, and The 39 Steps by Patrick Barlow. Both plays were well attended to a capacity audience and thoroughly enjoyed by family and friends. In GCSE the pupils have been devising their own plays with highly imaginative flair, skill and commitment. Their plays heave been shaped and influenced in the style of several prominent theatre practitioners including John Godber, Steven Berkoff, Antonin Artaud and Erwin Piscator.  Drama Club has continued to be highly popular.  We’re very proud of the pupils from the lower school who presented a number of lunchtime theatre performances of their own,  devising and staging plays for a live audience in Studio 2.  Our LAMDA students have been taking exams this term in several performance-related areas including Acting Grades, Speaking Verse and Prose and Solo Introductory Stages. We hope to continue to offer LAMDA next year and if any pupils are interested in studying the beneficial and exciting courses then they should contact Mr Sills.

English:
Year 9 students attended a performance of ‘Of Mice and Men’ by Steinbeck at the Opera House, Manchester. This popular American novella has been dropped from the new GCSEs, so we now study it with Year 9.

With Pesach falling so early in the school year, it was decided not to repeat the Pesach GCSE  revision sessions we offered last year as it would be too soon to benefit students. Instead, the department has provided extra early morning English Language intervention sessions for targeted students and lunchtime revision sessions covering each of the Literature set texts.
Food Technology:

Year 5 pupils will experience using the Food room and make sweet cup cakes during their visit on the various taster days.  Year 9 pupils have been working their way through a cake making project and have made various cupcakes, selecting different flours, sugars and flavours. Pupils have then had the opportunity to decorate their cakes using either glace icing or home-made butter icing and piping on their decorations. Year 7 pupils have been looking at healthy eating initiatives and the Eatwell plate and have completed projects using the computers to design  a healthier version of a Shabbat meal to share with their families. Year 12 have had the opportunity to come to taster sessions for, WJEC Food Science and Nutrition, which is a new and exciting course being offered from September 2018 onwards. 
 
French and Spanish:
A group of Year 12 and 13 pupils recently sat the Advanced Examination for the UK Linguistics Olympiad. This is a challenging test in which pupils have to solve linguistic data problems from a wide range of languages. This year the languages included Gilbertese, N’ko, Icelandic and Vietnamese. Many congratulations to Omri Simon (Year 12) who gained a Silver award, placing him in the top 10% of students nationally. Well done also to Caroline Rashman, David Frankal, Elisha Mann-Wineberg, Oliver Jones and Romi Lewis who all gained a Bronze award. This is a great achievement for all pupils.

Miss Pietralski and Miss Zaragoza accompanied a group of Spanish A Level students to see the production of Federico García Lorca’s rural tragedy, La Casa de Bernarda Alba at The Cervantes Theatre, London. Students watched the play in Spanish, analysed key themes and even embraced the opportunity to use their Spanish language skills to speak to the cast after the performance. 

Year 12 and 13 French and Spanish students also enjoyed a MFL speaking workshop at The University of Manchester. Pupils relished the opportunity to undertake a range of interesting and engaging activities, offering them intense practice of speaking in the target language. 

Year 7 Solomon have also enjoyed a cross-curricular cultural activity on Hispanic artwork. They used their Spanish skills to study the works of Diego Velázquez, Fernando Botero, Frida Kahlo and Francisco Goya. 
Geography: 
Mr Faraday and Mr Chappelle took the Year 12 Geography students on a four-day residential trip to Malham Tarn Field Studies Centre. This was to enable them to collect data for the independent investigation. The students had a great time and the weather was stunning!   

Year 10 Geography students also completed a field trip to study urban land-use and differences in environmental quality in Manchester. 

History:
Mr Stott organised a Year 8 trip to Blist Hill Victorian Town, Ironbridge. This was focused on developing the Year 8 curriculum with regards to the Industrial Revolution in Britain.   This is the third year the department have been to Blist Hill.  
Interfaith:
12 boys from Year 7 spent an afternoon with 12 boys from Eden Boys School, Bolton. They discussed Judaism and Islam and discovered the differences and the similarities between the two faith communities. Our students spoke with pride about Torah and Judaism, some demonstrated the art of Shofar blowing as well as detailed knowledge of Kosher food laws, prayers, festivals and Holy books. Our Students were a credit to the school. The ‘Beat the Clock’ general knowledge quiz has given our pupils a solid grounding, said Rabbi Rickman.  More interfaith engagement is being planned for next year

Israel Trips:

Students had a wonderful time in Israel, where they presented a cheque to Magen David Adom for an ambulance motorcycle. Highlights included kayaking down the River Jordan, a water fight on the beach, cruise on the Kinneret, floating in the Dead Sea and Ein Gedi. Students were moved by their visits to the Kotel, Yad Vashem Mount Herzl and to the Blind and Deaf museum, and they experienced a wonderful Shabbat experience in the Ramat Rachel Hotel organized together with Aish.

Year 7 pupils from King David High School competed with teams from JFS, Immanuel College, Yavneh College and Yavneh Boys and Girls. The programme gives Year 7 pupils the opportunity to connect with Jewish General Knowledge in an enjoyable, exciting and meaningful manner. The programme gave the students the chance to develop their Jewish life skills as they learnt how to put their studied knowledge into practice. The winning team this year was a group of Year 7 students from JFS and congratulations goes both to them and to all the different groups involved in this year’s contest. 

Rabbi Goodman commented how special the event was and how the pupils engaged with Jewish General Knowledge in an exciting, fun and meaningful manner. Rabbi Zeidman, Head of GIFT ran one of the challenges this year with Rabbi Goodman. Rabbi Zeidman described his experience of the event as   “Utterly amazing!  It ran smoothly and the atmosphere was electrifying”. We are already planning for next year’s event!

Maths:
A group of pupils took the UKMT Junior Maths challenge, achieving very pleasing results. Josh Glickman and Solly Simpson both achieved Gold Certificates and Josh qualified for the follow-on European Kangaroo competition, narrowly missing out on a Merit.  There were 10 Silver and 13 Bronze certificates awarded as well.
A group of Year 12 A level Further Maths students attended a problem-solving day at Manchester University.  The event was designed to encourage the students to undertake some in-depth study through two mini projects which showed different aspects of the applications of Maths.  
David Gould, a graduate mechanical engineer, came to speak to two groups of students in Year 9 and Year 10.  They took part in a tower building challenge which taught them something of the challenges professional engineers have to deal with in their work.  David is a past student who now works for Transport for London.  He gave an excellent presentation on engineering, which was very well received. 

Year 5 pupils from King David, Bury and Whitefield, Broughton Jewish and North Cheshire Primary Schools enjoyed taking part in a Maths Puzzle Workshop, organised by Mrs Jones.
Media:
Year 12 students have been creating their own magazine designs using Adobe Illustrator and Photoshop. They have been learning how to use professional lighting, conducting photo shoots on location in order to incorporate them into their magazine designs. Year 13 students have created their own advertising campaigns, designing online adverts, posters and Instagram accounts to promote a product of their choice. They have been highly successful and creative in the final creations. The Media moderator has commented that our department is to be ‘congratulated on the candidates’ effective portfolios and viable, creative and authentic final products, which reflect a high level of professionalism in following industry practices’. They have now completed the course and achieved a number of Distinction*’s and Distinctions and we wish them all the best in their future studies and careers.

Year 10 Creative iMedia students went on a successful photography trip to Manchester City Centre to conduct photographs on their project on the theme of ‘My Local Area’ as part of the coursework. They took some beautifully creative photographs with a focus on architecture, portraits and urban landscapes. This year they have also designed and created a professional DVD graphic in response to a client brief using Adobe software.
Modern Hebrew:
This has been a very busy term with lots of different Israel activities, with Noam the UJIA Shlicha. Noam has spent the past year working with KS 2 and KS 3 here at King David. Music: 
Another busy term in the Music department. The term began with the Exam Recital, a very important concert for our GCSE and A level students as they gave their final performances which were recorded as part of their exams. A couple of weeks later the whole of the Music department was involved in the Spring Recital which this year had a chamber music focus. The majority of performances were made up of small ensembles, a challenge for the students but one they rose to. Science:
At the end of March Mr Waring took three Year 12 Chemistry students to Manchester University to take part in the RSC Young Analyst competition. During June Dr O’Brien accompanied four Year 8 students whilst they took part in the Salters’ Festival of Chemistry at Manchester University. Also in June Mrs Byrne, alongside three Year 8 students and one Year 10 student visited Manchester Metropolitan University to compete in the annual Chemquiz.  Miss Longley, Dr Ivings and Dr McDonald accompanied Year 12 students to Ainsdale Sand Dunes to complete one of their required practicals. The students developed several skills including quadrat and transect sampling, measuring abiotic factors and species identification.
