Charities:
The pupils, as always, have been very generous with their donations. Rabbi Goodman successfully launched this year’s Campus Charity – Keren Malki. The Year 9 pupils, together with the campus, are striving to reach their target of £8,000 that will enable Keren Malki the opportunity to purchase a number of pieces of equipment that enable families of children with severe special disabilities to care for their children at home, rather than placing them into care. Pupils across the campus have already started a number of projects as they work towards reaching their target and have raised nearly £3,000 to date.
 
Educational Trips/In School Events:
As well as the extracurricular activities within the school (see attached list), there have been many other successful events this term, and thanks go to those staff who have arranged and given much of their time to these events.

These were well attended and generated a good, positive response from prospective Year 7 pupils and their parents, as well as prospective Sixth Form students and their parents.  The Sixth Form evening was attended by all Year 11 students who are planning to attend the Sixth Form in September. The evening was designed to help students on deciding the right mix of A Levels.  Thanks go to Mr Pitt and his team for this highly informative and successful evening.

These evenings resulted in very positive feedback.
Art:
The Art Department have had a busy term organising the displays around the school for the Open Days and Open Evenings.  There are two new art clubs running at lunchtimes.  Sixth Form student Rosa Rubin works with Yavneh Girls pupils from Years 7 and 8 on Tuesdays and Mrs Waxman and Miss Borodenko run a scenery design and props workshop on Monday lunchtimes, making the sets for the forthcoming ‘Hairspray’ show.  Year 13 students have been preparing for their forthcoming interviews for Foundation and Degree Courses organising their portfolios.  On Thursday 20th December, 38 pupils from Year 9 are involved in a Holocaust  Art Workshop organised through Manchester City Council.  Pupils will be working with a Holocaust Arts Educator based on the theme: Torn From Home.  A film will be made of some of these pupils taking part in the project which will be shown next year (2019), to commemorate Holocaust Memorial Day on Wednesday 23rd January.  
Business and Economics: 

Mrs Mulgrew and Mr Taylor-Forbes have been running Year 13 Economics revision workshops in order to support the students in preparation for their upcoming exams. Mr Taylor-Forbes has taken all Year 13 Economics and Business students for a dedicated revision session with exam performance specialists, in order to give them a strong foundation of exam-based skills in preparation for their exams.
Duke of Edinburgh:
We welcome Mr Waring who is taking on the role of Duke of Edinburgh Liaison at King David High School.
2017/18 proved to be another great year for the Duke of Edinburgh’s Award at King David High School. For Gold Duke of Edinburgh King David ten students registered for this level with twenty three registering for Bronze. Twenty six Yavneh Girls and Boys also registered to do their Bronze and everyone is now working towards finishing their awards. 

All students took part in various tasks to finish their sections, including fundraising for hospitals, working in charity shops and other activities helping their community for their Volunteering Section. Football, cheerleading and dance are just some of the activities participants have been doing to complete their Physical Section.  Pupils have been learning to play a musical instrument, participate in performance arts, as well as science and technology are amongst other activities which have been chosen for the Skills Section. These students will soon join over 150 King David pupils who have already completed their awards.

The 2018/19 Duke of Edinburgh’s Award season has now started and everyone who has finished, or has nearly finished their Bronze Duke of Edinburgh can register for the Silver Level. Those students who have finished or are working towards their Silver can now register for Gold.  JLGB have already visited King David High School to tell everyone why registering for the Duke of Edinburgh’s Award will enable them to participate in the world’s leading achievement award for young people. Expedition training for everyone in Year 9 will be held at school on Wednesday 17th January 2019. Places for all levels of Duke of Edinburgh can be secured by visiting www.jlgb.org/dofe where dates for the expeditions are also published.

Special thanks go to JLGB for all their hard work in continuing to ensure that King David students benefit from everything the Duke of Edinburgh’s Award can offer and in making sure the students are prepared for their expeditions. 

Drama:
Over the term, the Drama Department have made several trips to the theatre to watch a number of plays including ‘Macbeth’, performed by the National Theatre, ‘Hound of the Baskervilles’ and an Israeli dance group. The A level class also went to watch a production of ‘The Maids’, by Jean Genet at Home Theatre. In the classroom the GCSE students have been busy in practical drama exploring and re-interpreting extracts from plays which will be performed for a public audience in January in the presence of a visiting examiner. The ‘A’ level class have also been devising their own exam performances and rehearsing plays ‘Ubu Rex’ by Jarry and ‘The Mother’ by Brecht. LAMDA has continued and pupils are looking forwards to their performance exams. Finally, rehearsals for the school production of ‘Hairspray’ are rolling along with both cast and teachers really enjoying the experience of staging a large scale production. Tickets will be on sale shortly and the school community will be notified of all dates and details. 
English:
In September, the English Department welcomed new members of staff: Ms White joined the school as Head of English and Mrs Williamson as a teacher of English. It has been a busy term and we’ve been fortunate to be able to extend our provision for intervention. Our main focus has been on improving handwriting for examination students at KS4 and for Year 7 students; we’ve also provided support in general reading and writing skills for pupils in Years 8 and 9. Further guidance for examination classes has been provided through extra lessons on An Inspector Calls and Macbeth, both key GCSE texts, and we have a number of dedicated Sixth Formers working as mentors to pupils in Year 11. We’ve also been busy in our extra-curricular activities: the Senior Book Group has met to discuss recent reading experiences which include 1984, The Book Thief and Slade House and, at KS3, students have enjoyed clubs on reading, debating and creative writing. At A level, Year 13 students attended lectures on Shakespeare’s Hamlet in Manchester. This provided a great introduction to undergraduate-level study, as well as illuminating the study of this examination text. Finally, we shared our love of poetry with the whole school in a recent assembly with a lovely reading from Year 9 students. 
Geography:
Mr Faraday, Mr Chappelle, Miss Ainsworth and Mr Sleeman accompanied GCSE pupils to North Yorkshire to collect data for their ‘Rivers Fieldwork Assessment’.
Head Boy/Head Girl Initiatives:
Main School heads, Josh Suppree, Mark Englander and Florence Conway, have implemented a ‘buddying’ system in which Sixth Formers attend High School form sessions. In these, the Sixth Formers try to pass on their academic experience and advice for progressing through school by giving presentations and answering questions, helping to guide pupils lower down the school whilst also ensuring a holistic atmosphere is felt throughout the school. To add to this ethos, they have set up individual tutoring sessions, where Sixth Formers help students with their academic work in one on one tuitions and also through drop-in lunchtime clubs. Many different societies have started, including FemSoc, Politics Soc and debating clubs that are open to all the school.
The Yavneh Boys Sixth Form team have started an early morning chabura that runs parallel to Rabbi Joseph's shiur in the morning, where twenty committed boys come into school at 7.00am to learn with Rabbi Shmuel Shwartz  and Reb Avi Moore. Toras Yavneh has also continued from last year where the Sixth Form learn with a younger boy, various topics from Mishna to Parsha. This is followed by speakers such as Rabbi Walker and Mikey Lebrett. A new ‘No Loshon Horah’ campaign has begun with each boy signing up to not speak Loshon Horah for fifeteen minutes during the day, voice notes are also sent out via WhatsApp to teach people about the importance of not speaking Loshon Harah. In addition, the boys recently arranged a procession where they moved one of the Sifrei Torah to the main school Aron.  They danced with joy across the playground around the Torah. 
In Yavneh Girls at the beginning of the year, we created a Rosh Hashanah News Letter, to send out to the Yavneh families, with an inspirational message, and we hope to create many more for future Chagim. We head the Soup Kitchen rota and we arrange different girls from Years Eight and above each week to volunteer with us at our local soup kitchen. Furthermore, we put forward a Loshon Horah programme whereby we divided 24 hours into 15 minute slots, each girl choses their slot where they will concentrate on not speaking Loshon Horah. In addition there has been a tutoring programme set up, where Sixth Formers tutor girls in the years below. Starting after January, we plan to implement lunch and learns for the younger years to help with integration, and we plan to put on an exciting Rosh Chodesh breakfasts with a sing along Halel. 

History:
This term the History Department developed a Great War Centenary Commemorative project with all Year 9 students to produce 100 large poppies with learning about World War I and dedicated to an individual who came from the local area. These poppies form a display outside the history classroom and serve as a learning tool for classes and a reminder of service 100 years ago. Mr Cheetham led the memorial Centenary Commemorative assembly in the main school and Mr Leventhall in Yavneh Boys.  Mr Leventhall organised a school showing of the film ‘They Must Not Grow Old’ for Years 9 to 13. Employing state-of-the-art technology to transform audio and moving image archive footage more than a century old, Peter Jackson brings to life the people who can best tell the story of World War I: the men who were there. This film sets out to explore the day-to-day experience of its combatants.
Year 12 student Charlie Silvert represented the school and History Department as part of the regional Centenary Commemorative launch of the “We Were There Too” project with JLGB. Charlie was asked to present a reading at the gathering that was attended by the Lord Mayors of Manchester, Salford and Bury.
 
Jewish Studies: 
Rabbi Goodman, together with GIFT, have started the third year of the Lunch Club entitled ‘Lunch and Do’. The club has been very popular, and has attracted up to nearly thirty girls on a weekly basis so far this term. The club, which is delivered by Sophie Woolfstrein and Aliza Noe, enables the students to learn about the importance of giving to others in the community through action-packed activities. The School has also been privileged to host Rabbi Avrohom Zeidman, Senior Educator for GIFT UK, who has delivered a number of interactive, educational and inspirational lectures to classes within Main School and to Yavneh Boys and Girls. The feedback was extremely positive and the students described how they gained a more profound understanding of the importance of doing acts of kindness within their lives.
Aish have also got off to a great start this year with the Aish ‘Lunch and Learn’ programmes for students in Years 10 to 13. The sessions are very popular. The programme provides students with the opportunity to discuss a number of relevant Jewish issues and dilemmas, in a fun and interactive manner.
Rabbi Goodman, in partnership with Aish, launched the Year 12 Poland Trip in October as the trip will be taking place in January 2019. There are over seventy students that will be joining this year’s trip from Main School and Yavneh. The students and staff are looking forward to this memorable trip. This year the school in partnership with Aish, UJIA and the JNF are excited to offer the Year 12 students an incredible opportunity to travel directly from the ashes and destruction of Poland to Israel. Students will have the chance to make the journey that was taken by many survivors after the war as they gain a profound appreciation of Israel and the important role it plays in the future of the Jewish people. For example, students will have the chance to have a private audience with Rabbi Lau, engage in interactive lectures from numerous talented educators in Jerusalem, meet and learn about different Israeli start up businesses aimed at helping to improve the lives of others etc. 
Rabbi Goodman, on behalf of the school, expressed his appreciation and gratitude to the JNF for their generous commitment and helping to fund and support a number of initiatives to help further enhance education regarding Israel on the High school campus. 
Maths: 
This has been an excellent term for the Sixth Form mathematicians.  Several students have been interviewed at Cambridge or have taken MAT papers, the Maths entrance tests for Oxford, Warwick and Imperial Universities. A group of Sixth Form students took the Senior Maths Challenge in November.  Two Year 12 students: Dan Shomron and Itay Kirsh, achieved Gold.  Also, three Year 13 students: Mark Englander, Omri Simon and Ella Prais, achieved Gold as well.  A further three Silver and five Bronze certificates were awarded.  Dan and Mark qualified for the British Maths Olympiad and Itay, Omri and Ella qualified for the European Kangaroo Challenge. Mark Englander, Omri Simon, Itay Kirsh and Dan Shomron also took part in the Senior Team Challenge Regional Round at Manchester University, coming in second place, only just behind Manchester Grammar.  As their score was exceptionally high, they have been invited to take part in the National Final in London next term.  We wish them every success.
Media:

Media students attended a special screening at the Into Film Festival of ‘Peterloo’ to support their visual analysis preparation for their coursework. They have also pitched their original ideas for a new magazine to their clients and in the process of developing them. Year 13 Media students have been planning media campaigns and will begin filming and editing in the New Year. Media students have also got involved in the photography society taking photographs on this year’s theme of ‘Home’. 
Modern Foreign Languages:
This term, pupils have shared their French and Spanish language skills in assemblies, presenting news in the target language.  
Sixth form students attended a study day at HOME cinema in Manchester where, following a screening of 'Volver', they worked in teams to analyse the film, characters and themes. In November, King David was one of a small number of UK schools selected to take part in the prestigious ‘Juvenes Translatores’ languages translation competition to find the best young translators in Europe. It was also pleasing to note the number and quality of entries to the Sixth Form school translation competition, with Jacob Rudolph gaining first prize for his excellent translation of ‘Nuestro Patrimonio’. Many thanks to all pupils involved for their enthusiasm, hard work and excellent translation skills on the day.
Music:
As ever the term has been a busy one in the Music Department. Preparations for the Winter Concert on the 15th January are going well and the all the school ensembles will be performing. Our GCSE and A level students gave a fantastic concert at the end of November to provide some performance experience and practice for their exam recital in the spring. We had worked on stage presence in the run up to the concert and all students presented in a professional manner, producing excellent performances. A special mention for Mr Sidorenko, who again provided expert accompaniment for our students. A good number of new year 7 pupils have taken up instrumental or singing lessons in school. A major part of this term has been the rehearsals and preparation for the school show, ‘Hairspray’, in March. Collaborating across the campus, the Music Department is working closely with the Drama Department to produce the show. Various rehearsals across the week include working with well over one hundred students on music, singing, dancing and acting. It promises to be a standout event in the new year.  A highlight of the term was taking our GCSE and A level students to go and see the BBC Philharmonic at the Bridgewater Hall. The orchestra was joined by ‘Young Musician of the Year’ winner, Sheku Kanneh-Mason, who played the Elgar Cello Concerto. The programme also included works by Ravel and Stravinsky. It was a very exciting concert and the students thoroughly enjoyed it. 

     
Modern Hebrew:
The Ivrit Department has been very busy this term working on the new A level and GCSE programme. Students are responding well and are developing the new skills required.

We have welcomed and worked with the new UJIA Shlichim - Sahar and Gali - this term.  They have worked with KS3 student, engaging them with numerous activities, lunchtime clubs and some absorbing talks in class on different aspects of Israeli life and culture. 

Year 9 have now started their Pen Pal project with their counterparts in Israel. They have contact each other through letters, e-mails and safe use of social networking. Their Pen Pals from the “Keshet” School in Qiryat-Shmonah are enjoying this project too, and are already planning their next project, a Rap song  in Ivrit, for after the winter holiday.  

We want to wish farewell to Mrs Radberg who had a great impact on the Hebrew Department and we wish her the best of luck in her new Journey. We welcome Mrs Peleg to our Department. Mrs Peleg is an expert in teaching Modern languages and she is making a valuable contribution to our department.

Science:
Mr Wort has ran a regular science club this term.  It projects the Science club have been working on include architecture and forensic science. The club has been very popular and students have enjoyed the opportunity to complete practical activities which they wouldn’t usually get the chance to do during lesson time. 

Year 10 Dual Science students went on ecology trips to Heaton Park where they collected samples to test in the school labs. This gave them a great opportunity to link the science they learn in school with the real world. Students were accompanied by Miss Longley, Dr O’Brien and Mr Wort. 
The Physics Department and Computer Science Department combined forces and took a group of Year 10 students to Bradford University to compete in the First Lego League robotics competition.  The students built and coded a robot to complete a series of missions as well as preparing a presentation on survival in space.  

Sixth Form:
An induction evening was held in school for parents of Year 12 students to provide information about the challenges and opportunities ahead in Sixth Form and how best to provide support. 
A number of societies, arranged by Sixth Form students, have been very active this term. These include the Feminist Society, Politics Society and Psychology Society.
The Sixth Form Debating Society continues to go from strength to strength, and the school hosted the first round of the English Schools’ Union MACE National Debating Competition. The King David team of David Frankal and Omri Simon performed excellently and were very unfortunate not to progress to the next round. Thanks to Ariel Kaminsky, Sammy Morris and Adam Noyek for chairing. 
Mrs Silver has been working intensively with students in Year 13 on the EPQ and has introduced the qualification to Year 12 students.  
Sixth Formers have been active in volunteering, signing up with the FED for weekly volunteer work, fundraising for the telethon and participating with the Friendship Circle.
The school has organised a Sixth Form charity football tournament. Well done to the Yavneh Boys team on their victory and to golden ball winner Matti Miller, golden boot winner Saul Bishop, year 12 golden ball winner Sam Farber, and golden gloves winner Alex Abrahams.
The Sixth Form has welcomed a number of guest speakers. Former student Libby Cooper spoke to students about her career in the police force. Beth Counsell from uptree.co spoke to students about internship and work experience opportunities and university life. Dalia Kaufman and Tammi Wise spoke about volunteering with the FED and Zoe Herman about Caring Sunday. Mr Rowe spoke to students about Israel and Israel advocacy. 
Mr Sleeman and his team of UCAS referees have been meeting regularly with Year 13 students to complete their university applications. Mr Gordon has been supporting students who are applying for apprenticeships.
Mr Christo and his team have been working intensively with Sixth Form students to support their applications for Oxford, Cambridge, Medicine and Dentistry. A record number of students have gone to interview this year, and the school wishes them all the best of luck with their applications.  Thirteen students had interviews at either Oxford or Cambridge. 
Yavneh Boys:
We have had many special guests present in assembly this term. Former student and head boy Aaron Seitler spoke to the boys about his experiences at Yeshivat HaKotel and forthcoming studies at UCL. A number of community and international Rabbanim have spoken, giving masterclass sessions and insights. These include Rabbi YY Rubinstein, Rav Tabori, Rav Bednarsh and Rabbi Gottlieb.  Volunteering has also been a strong focus of this term. Mrs Bruck from The Friendship Circle provided sessions with Year 8 pupils on how they discreetly support local boys and girls in their community work. Mrs Woolfson from the Jewish Women’s Aid led sessions with Years 7, 8 and 9 discussing the role and need for strong friendships. The Fed has also been into school to promote the community work that boys can be involved with and to recruit boys for their forthcoming Fed Telethon. 

Kodesh continues to be a vibrant and active sector of School life. Another successful Year 13 Yeshiva Trip was organised by Rabbi Schwalbe. Students had the chance to visit Yeshivot of their choice. All 12 boys have since applied for Yeshivot for next year Summer 2019. There has also been a successful launch of pre-Shacharit Chabora for Years 11 to 13, spearheaded by Rabbis Schvartz and Rabbi Moher. Rabbi Cohen has taken learning sessions with his Year 7 pupils at Shaare Torah Yeshiva. The Torat Yavneh programme continues to be a success with 40+ boys in attendance and is now being led by Rafi Howard and Jake Frieze.
Mr Leventhall spoke in assembly on key anniversaries: 100th anniversary of end of the Great War and the 80th Anniversary of Kristallnacht.

We have also celebrated the first Bar Mitzvah call ups of Eli Goldman, Nachman Mills and Yehuda Orshansky in Year 8. 
Yavneh Girls:
This has been another busy term for us here at Yavneh Girls. We began the year with our Selichot assemblies every morning and we were extremely lucky to have Rav Peles accompany us on his guitar several times. Assemblies have been enhanced by guest speakers including Shiffy Silverstone, Adina Strom, Rabbi Aaron Litwin, Rabbi Zvi Gefen, Rabbi Daniel Walker and several appearances from Rabbi Eisenberg. We are grateful to them all for their inspiring words and to Mrs Hoffner for her coordination and organisation. We are also very lucky to hear Rabbi Cohen's uplifting Divrei Torah every Friday which gives the girls excellent contributions to their Shabbat tables. 
We held a fabulous "Appreciation Lunch" where we thanked and honoured all the various staff who support and help us daily. We also recognised the achievements of several girls from the past academic year and praised the progress that they have made.
